In the area of evangelism, the church
planting plan in Kuala Lumpur was

hampered by distance factor, Most
SIAC members live scattered far apart
from the gathering centre. However,
SIAC would not give up by willfully put-
ting forth a more effective plan.

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The most reassuring and encourag-
ing thing amid the conference was that
SIAC has successfully paid off her debt
of RM150,000, putting an end to their
deficit situation with an excess balance
of RM2,700.

Rev. Steward Damat, President of
Sarawak Iban Annual Conference,
addressed on “Leadership and
Reward". He exhorted that pastors
must be ready to be a leader at all
times. Apart from being ever ready
to face all sorts of challenges, a
leader also needs to support and
guide his followers whenever neces-
sary.

A LEADER OF PRAYER

A pastor ought to be a leader of
prayer. As a pastor/leader who
needs to contemplate on how to
build a Christ-centered church, ane
must constantly pray and seek for
God's will. Divine vision cannot be
made up or directed by oneself.
Rev. Steward continued that a
pastor is undisputedly a leader in
delivering God's Word. The prime
task of a pastor is to spread Jesus
Christ, others are merely added

responsibilities. He stressed that the
most valuable sermon given by a
pastor has to be strictly based and
rooted in the Holy Bible. A pastor
must know how to prepare sermons
with an attitude of reverence and
solemnity and not merely perfunc-
tory. Besides feeding his flocks well,
a pastor is destined to follow God's
will in whatever he does.

Last but not least; a pastor has to be
a leader of worship. He should value
all sacraments and related rituals
like Holy Communion, Baptism and
so forth. He should make every ef-
fort to bring the church to unity, for
all these sacraments bear the core
teaching of unity.

“Sometimes we may grow weary or
fainthearted along the long way of
ministering, but growth and maturity
shall be our reward if we do not give
up. What is even more important

is that the love of Jesus Christ is
shared and spread,” Rev. Steward
reiterated as he concluded his mes-
sage.
